Supersports carbon brakes can withstand temperatures of up to
1,000 ° C - the same as lava.

At its top speed of 209 mph, the Supersports covers the length
of a football field every second.

New lightweight forged wheels can withstand loads of over 8,000
N (Newtons) — enough to pick up a typical city car.

Each of the 12,000 strands of carbon fibre in every square of the
new patterned carbon veneer is ten times thinner than a human
hair - but 100 times stronger.
